FOURTH SUNDAY OF LENT

As we did last week, we are reading today from the Gospel of John. In
today’s Gospel, the healing of the man born blind invites us to focus on the
physical and spiritual aspects of sight and light. In the first part of today’s
Gospel, we hear Jesus’ response to a prevalent belief of his time: that
misfortune and disability were the result of sin. That belief is why Jesus is
asked the question of whose sin caused the man’s blindness—his own or his
parents’. Jesus does not answer directly, but instead gives the question an
entirely different dimension—through this man’s disability, God’s power will be
made manifest. Jesus then heals the man.

The healing is controversial because Jesus heals on the Sabbath. The
Pharisees, the religious authorities of Jesus’ time, understood that the law of
Moses forbade work (including healing) on the Sabbath. They also have
trouble believing that Jesus performed a miracle. To determine whether the
man was really born blind, the Pharisees question him and his parents. The
man challenges the leaders of the synagogue about their assessment of the
good that Jesus has done. In turn, they expel the man for questioning their
judgment.

The final revelation and moment of enlightenment comes when the
man born blind encounters Jesus again. Having heard the news of his
expulsion, Jesus seeks out the man born blind and reveals himself to him as
the Son of Man. In this moment, the man born blind shows himself to be a
man of faith and worships Jesus. Jesus replies by identifying the irony of the
experience of many who encounter Jesus: Those who are blind will now see,

and those who think they now see will be found to be blind.

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Bishop Gainer Joins Fellow PA Bishops
in Temporarily Suspending Masses
March 16, 2020

Today and effective immediately until further notice, Bishop
Ronald W. Gainer, out of great concern for the health of the
faithful and in union with the Bishops of Pennsylvania, has
temporarily suspended all daily and weekend Masses in the
Diocese of Harrisburg. Additionally, Bishop Gainer has suspended
all public liturgies and devotions, and has asked that all churches
and chapels be closed, including all perpetual adoration chapels.

Bishop Gainer made this decision after careful consideration of
the recommendations from public health officials, and out of great
concern for the health and well-being of the faithful, our clergy and
parish staffs, given the current coronavirus (COVID-19) outbreak.

“For Catholics, the Eucharist is the source and summit of our
life in Christ, strengthening us to remain firm in our faith as we
journey through this life. Making this difficult decision to
temporarily suspend Masses and close our churches was not
made lightly,” said Bishop Gainer. “Rather, this decision has been
made after careful discussions and considerable reflection on the
advice being provided from healthcare professionals. | deeply
care for all those members of my flock. As chief shepherd, it is my
duty to see to their spiritual health, and now in these challenging
times, also to their physical welfare. | continue to pray for all those
impacted by this virus, for our medical professionals caring for the
il and for all people facing these uncertain times. | also pray for
the intercession of our Blessed Mother, Mary, health of the sick.”

Since | cannot now receive
you sacramentally, | ask you to come spiritually into my
heart. | embrace you as if you were already in my heart
and unite myself to you completely. Please do not let me
ever be separated from you.”
