Holy Name of Jesus  

PALM SUNDAY OF THE LORD’S PASSION 

 In Cycle A, we read the Passion of Jesus as found in the Gospel of 

Matthew on Palm, or Passion, Sunday. (On Good Friday, we will read the 

Passion of Jesus from the Gospel of John). The story of Jesus’ Passion and 

death in Matthew’s Gospel focuses particularly on the obedience of Jesus to 

the will of his Father. As Jesus sends his disciples to prepare for Passover, 

he indicates that the events to come are the will of the Father (Matthew 

26:18). In Jesus’ prayer in the garden, he prays three times to the Father to 

take away the cup of suffering, but each time, Jesus concludes by affirming 

his obedience to the Father’s will (Matthew 26:39-44). Even Matthew’s 

description of Jesus’ death shows Jesus’ obedience to the Father.  

 There are many vantage points from which to engage in Jesus’ 

Passion. In the characters of Matthew’s Gospel, we find reflections of 

ourselves and the many ways in which we sometimes respond to Jesus. 

Sometimes we are like Judas, who betrays Jesus and comes to regret it. 

We are sometimes like Peter, who denies him, or like the disciples, who fell 

asleep during Jesus’ darkest hour but then act rashly and violently at his 

arrest. Sometimes we are like Simon, who is pressed into service to help 

Jesus carry his cross. Sometimes we are like the leaders who fear Jesus or 

like Pontius Pilate, who washed his hands of the whole affair. Jesus dies so 

that our sins will be forgiven. 

 The events of Jesus’ Passion, death, and Resurrection are called 

the Paschal Mystery. No amount of study will exhaust or explain the depth 

of love that Jesus showed in offering this sacrifice for us. After we have 

examined and studied the stories we have received about these events, we 

are left with one final task—to meditate on these events and on the 

forgiveness that Jesus’ obedience won for us.

Bishop Gainer Suspends Holy Week and Easter Masses 

Directive Follows Decree from Pope Francis  

March 26, 2020 

 Today, Bishop Ronald W. Gainer regrettably announces 

that no public Masses will be celebrated for Palm Sunday, Holy 

Week or Easter. This difficult decision was made after careful 

consideration of the decree (In time of Covid-19 (II)) issued by 

Pope Francis, and in following the recommendations of state and 

local government and, most especially, out of continued concern 

for the health and wellbeing of the faithful during these 

unprecedented times.  

 “Our Diocese, our nation and our world are experiencing 

the unthinkable with the coronavirus. With this global pandemic in 

mind, the Holy See, Pope Francis, has decreed that all Holy Week 

and Easter Masses will be celebrated, but that countries impacted 

by coronavirus and in cases where restrictions regarding the 

assembly and movement of people are in place, the bishop and 

priests may celebrate without the presence of the faithful. With the 

restrictions and recommendations from our state government, and 

in consideration of the highly contagious nature of this virus, it 

would be irresponsible of me to open our parish while still in the 

midst of this pandemic,” said Bishop Gainer. “Please know the 

impact of this announcement is not lost on me. I too am deeply 

hurting by not being able to gather with the faithful for the 

celebration of Mass. 

 “Although we cannot come together for public Masses 

during this holiest time of year, our priests will celebrate Palm 

Sunday, Holy Week and Easter Masses. Many of our Parishes are 

live streaming these Masses and I encourage the faithful to 

participate in Mass through these online means.” 

 Parishes throughout the Diocese have been asked to 

bless the palms used on Palm Sunday and to make them 

available for parishioners at a later date. The Chrism Mass in 

which the Holy Oils used in celebrating the sacraments are 

blessed and which traditionally is held during Holy Week, and 

includes a gathering of all priests from the Diocese in order to 

renew their priestly promises, has also been postponed. Parishes 

within the Diocese have been asked to prepare worship aids and 

distribute them to parishioners, allowing the faithful to more 

actively participate in the Holy Week and Easter Masses remotely.

Spiritual Communion 

 As you have heard, Bishop Gainer has temporarily 

suspended all daily and weekend Masses in the Diocese 

of Harrisburg, as well as all public liturgies and devotions. 

 However, you can still make a daily spiritual 

communion! St. Thomas Aquinas described spiritual 

communion as “an ardent desire to receive Jesus in the 

most Holy Eucharist and lovingly embrace him.” This 

includes circumstances where we cannot physically 

receive Him in sacramental communion. 

 No particular prayer is required to make a spiritual 

communion, however here is a popular prayer attributed to 

St. Alphonsus Liguori: 

 “My Jesus, I believe that you are present in the 

Blessed Sacrament. I love you above all things and I 

desire you with all my heart. Since I cannot now receive 

you sacramentally, I ask you to come spiritually into my 

heart. I embrace you as if you were already in my heart 

and unite myself to you completely. Please do not let me 

ever be separated from you.”
