THIRD SUNDAY IN ORDINARY TIME

The first part of today’s Gospel places Jesus’ ministry in the
context of the writings of the prophet, Isaiah. Matthew wants to show
that Jesus is the fulfillment of the prophecies given to the people of
Israel, and he refers to Isaiah to do so. Isaiah says that the Messiah will
begin his ministry in Galilee, the land of the Gentiles. When Jesus
begins to preach in Galilee, Matthew points to his ministry as a
fulfillment of Isaiah’s prophecy, proof that Jesus is the Messiah.

When Jesus called his first disciples, the Gospel tells us that the
fishermen (Peter and Andrew, James and John) dropped everything to
follow Jesus immediately. Yet this Gospel tells us little about the prior
experience that the fishermen had of Jesus. Did they know him? Had
they heard him preach? What kind of person must Jesus have been to
invoke such a response? We can imagine that Jesus was a powerful
presence to elicit a response as immediate and complete as these first
disciples gave.

The Gospel concludes with a description of the ministry that
Jesus begins in Galilee. Jesus inaugurates the Kingdom of God with his
work. He teaches in the synagogue and preaches the kingdom. His
ability to cure people’s diseases and iliness is a sign of the kingdom. In
Jesus’ ministry, we already begin to see the Kingdom of God among us.
